.  STATEMENT OF FAITH:

1. GOD:
God reveals himself in the Scriptures as the living and true God, Creator of all things.

Perfect in love and righteous in all his ways this one God exists eternally as a Trinity of persons: The
Father, the Son (Jesus Christ), and the Holy Spirit.

2. SCRIPTURE:

By his death on the cross, in our place,
Jesus revealed the divine love and upheld divine justice, removing our guilt and reconciling us to
God.  Having risen bodily from the dead and ascended into heaven, he rules as Lord over all and
intercedes for us as our great High Priest until he returns to fulfill His Kingdom.

4. HOLY SPIRIT:
The Holy Spirit the Third person of the Trinity, through the proclamation of the Gospel

persuades us to repent of our sins and confess Jesus as Lord, and renews our hearts.
